Activity Level: The majority of the program’s activities will 
take place outdoors. A fair amount of walking on varying 
terrain is to be expected. Guests should be sure-footed 
on uneven, frozen, or snow-covered terrain as well as able 
to get in and out of all-terrain vehicles and manage stairs 
without assistance. They should also be prepared for cold 
temperatures.
Maximum elevation: 8,262 feet at the Continental Divide

The itinerary for this wintertime program is a guideline that may change in order to maximize wildlife spotting, natural 
encounters, and weather conditions.



Discover
• Immerse yourself in the unspoiled natural 

beauty, diverse wildlife, and dramatic tales of 
this unique ecosystem during this exclusive 
wintertime program.

• Experience Yellowstone in its winter incarnation: 
a world with frozen geyser rain, ghost trees with 
a frosty glaâe, surprising winter wildyowers, and 
dynamic hydrothermal features set in snow and 
ice.

Explore
• Scout for wildlife from the comfort of a 

custom-outfitted, heated vehicle featuring 
oversized windows and a rooftop viewing hatch. 
Yellowstone is considered one of the best wolf-
watching habitats in the country.

• Joined by two expert Orbridge Expedition 
Leaders and professional naturalist guides, learn 
informed perspectives and first-person accounts 
of the wolves’ setbacks, survival, and victories.

• Keep binoculars close at hand: this is the 
Serengeti of North America, home to the largest 
concentration of mammals in the lower 48 
states. Resident bison, elk, pronghorn, bighorn 
sheep, moose, and other wildlife live among 
seven large predators, one of the most elusive 
being the gray wolf.

Interact
• Set out on a snowshoe adventure plus meet 

an award-winning wildlife photographer for a 
presentation during a visit to his gallery.

• Enjoy a horse-drawn sleigh ride through the 
National Elk Refuge. Created in 1912, this 
sanctuary is home to one of the largest elk herds 
in North America.

The rooms are 
simple, comfortable, and outfitted with lodge details, 
such as wooden shutters over windows that open for 
fresh air.
